
TRANSLATION TEST FOR THE POST OF JUNIOR TRANSLATOR, DATE OF EXAM: 25.08.2021 

(A) GENERAL INFORMATION 

1. Translation Test shall not be a part of main examination. 
2. The candidates who will secure 60% or more marks in the translation test, their marks obtained in the 

written examination held on 04-08-2021 will be the basis of final selection. 
3. Two passages (approximately 300 words each) will be given for translation - one for translation from 

English to Hindi and the other from Hindi to English. 

4. The duration of translation test shall be 2 hours. 
5. The total marks would be 100 (50 marks for translation of each passage) 

6. Norms for evaluation will be as under:- 
(a) One mark each shall be deducted for 

- use of wrong synonym 
- grammatical mistake 
- mistake in spelling 
- omission of word 

(b) Five marks shall be deducted for each sentence wrongly translated in such a manner that the 
translation gives a wrong meaning or the translation is unintelligible. 

(c) Half mark will be deducted each for 
- punctuation mistake 
- careless repetition of words or 
- omission of article 

 
(B) INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES FOR TRANSLATION TEST 

 

a) The candidate should report at the venue i.e.Allahabad Infotech Private Limited, Prayagraj . 
Reporting time (15:00) and examination time (16:00-18:00) are also indicated in the E call letter. 

b) The candidate will not be allowed to enter the examination hall without producing the E call letter in 
original in hard copy. 

c) Candidate will be permitted to enter the examination hall half an hour before the examination time for 
completion of formalities like (a) Checking of E call letter by invigilator, (b) Filling up particulars in the 
Translation Sheet, (c) Copying of prescribed paragraph on separate booklet, etc. 

d) He/She will not be permitted to leave the examination hall before the examination is over and without 

submitting the Translation Sheet along with the passages, Booklet for Paragraph copying and the 
upper portion of the call letter. 

e) Candidate must sign in the call letter at the appropriate place in presence of the invigilator. His/her 
signature should be in the same language exactly as in the application and as given during the written 
examination. 

f) Candidate has to affix his/her left hand thumb impressions carefully on the space provided in the 
attendance sheet. 

g) The candidates must ensure that his/her handwritings, signatures and left hand thumb impressions 
are clear, legible & identical on all his/her documents at all stages, otherwise his/her candidature is 
likely to be rejected. 

h) Use of books, note book, calculator, mobile phone and other electronic gadget are not allowed inside  

the examination hall. Only the call letter in original and Blue/Black Ball Point Pen are permitted inside 
the examination hall. 

i) Indulging in any malpractice/unfair means in the examination hall will disqualify the candidate and 
he/she will be debarred from all future Railway examinations. 

j) Change of date, time and center of examination is not permitted under any circumstances. 

k) Decision of RRC in all matters is final. 

l) If you lose your original call letter or in case of any discrepancy in the call letter regarding name, 
photograph, signature, community or date of birth, you may come to the office of RRC, PRAYAGRAJ 

one day before the translation test i.e. on 25.08.2021 at 10:00 hrs. for issue of duplicate/corrected 
call  letter.
