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“The point is that, if there is no case of mis evaluation or wrong evaluation, how can
there be a case of malpractice just on the grounds of high marks being obtained. It is
common knowledge that for example the cut-off marks for admission in Delhi University
colleges is even 100% and there are several candidates scoring 100% and a lot more in the
range of 90-100 marks in their intermediate examinations. Does this imply a malpractice;
certainly not so. So what is the conclusion? The conclusion is loud and clear. There is no
case of any malpractice made out by the applicants and hence it is best a misplaced gripe
against being failed and not qualified.

In the result on the basis of the discussions heretofore, we find no merit in the OA
with regards to any malpractice and the same is therefore liable to be dismissed and s

dismissed.”
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
